Republican convention, the poll gave Republican Mandel the ad- 0%
vantage at 44.3% to 43.5%. The most recent poll gives Brown a
47.5% to 41.8% lead, indicating that the Democratic convention gave 45%
Brown a 4 point bump up and a 3 point decline for Mandel.

Who is Ahead According to Sex? 0%
Prior to the Republican convention, Obama held a 48% to 42% lead 35%
among women and Romney held a 51% to 40% lead among men.
Following the Republican convention, Obama’s lead among women 30%
shrunk to 46% to 43%, while Romney’s lead among men remains un-
changed. The most recent poll, taken after the Democratic conven- 25%
tion, gives Obama a 48% to 41% lead among women and a 46% to
45% lead among men. Overall, the Obama’s convention bump among 0%
women comes out to 2%, while Obama also experienced a 5 point in-
crease among men, with Romney seeing a 5% drop.
